Abatement of Dangerous Buildings.
Councilor Smith seconded the motion. Ayes: Strack, Dickison, Linnet, Cardenas and Smith.
Absent/Abstain/Oppose: None. Motion was approved by a 5-0 vote.

Planning Consultant Services for one year.
Mayor Strack introduced this item by title explaining that both the City Attorney and Mr. Stoufer have
reviewed and approved the proposed contract.

City Attorney Burgess provided additional
information resulting from his review of existing CALPERS law as it applies.

Councilor Cardenas stated his opinion that the City Council should work towards a reserve equivalent
to 6 months operating costs as suggested by the City Manager. He stated that even with what is
proposed in this budget, the City would still be $1.6 million short. He further stated that based upon
what we are currently going through financially and what the City has gone through financially in the
past, this Council and future Councils need to make building this reserve a priority.

With no further comments, Councilor Cardenas moved to adopt Resolution 06-28-2016-01 setting the
appropriation and expenditure limits for all City Funds to implement the 2016-2017 Program of
Service and Annual Budget. Councilor Linnet seconded the motion. Ayes: Strack, Dickison,
Linnet, Cardenas and Smith. Absent/Abstain/Oppose: None. Motion was approved by a 5-0
vote.

SUMMARY:

Each year the City must set its Appropriation Limit as required by Article XIIIB of
the California Constitution. The Appropriation Limit is also known as the “Gann Limit,”
named after the Initiative Proponent who sought a Constitutional Amendment to put
limitations on the growth of Government. Unfortunately, Charles Gann, an associate of
Howard Jarvis, failed to seek any limitations on State Government!

The City’s outside Certified Public Accountant Roy R. Seiler has produced the
attached report for public review. In support of the proposed Resolution, the
Appropriation Limit for City’s General Fund for Fiscal Year 2016-2017 is $12,429,074
which far exceeds the City’'s proposed General Fund Base Operating Budget of
approximately $4.714 million.

Annually the City of Corning must conduct a public hearing prior to levying the annual
assessments for the individual zone within Lighting and Landscaping District 1 and placing them
upon the property tax roles.

Landscape and Lighting District 1, Zone 1 includes the “Blackburn Estates” Subdivision,
located north of Blackburn Avenue and east of Marguerite Avenue on N. Alex Lane.

The City Engineer has filed the attached Annual Engineer’s report for the district
assessments. No change is proposed in the current fiscal year assessment of $63.08 per
residential parcel.

The attached Resolution, if adopted, would set the Fiscal Year 2016/2017 assessments
rate at $63.08 per parcel. \

BACKGROUND:

The California Streets and Highway Code contains the Landscaping and Lighting Act of
1972 beginning with Section 22500. The Act provides for the establishment of Landscaping and
Lighting Districts and for the levying of annual assessments to the property owners within the
District.

Street & Highway Section 22626 provides for a notice of public hearing and includes a
provision requiring a ten (10) day legal notice to the individual property owners along with
publication in the newspaper when there is no proposed increase in the annual assessment. In
this case, notice of this hearing was mailed to the affected property owners on June 15" and
published on June 23™. There is a more extensive notice requirement if assessments are
proposed to be increased.

SUMMARY:

Annually the City of Corning must conduct a public hearing prior to levying the annual
assessments for the individual zone within Lighting and Landscaping District 1 and placing them
upon the property tax roles.

Landscape and Lighting District 1, Zone 4 affects one parcel; the property developed
and known as the “Salado Orchard Apartment Project’, located south of Blackburn Avenue and
west of Toomes Avenue.

The City Engineer has filed the attached Annual Engineer's report for the district
assessments. No change is proposed in the current fiscal year assessment of $4,772.90 for the
one parcel. The attached Resolution, if adopted, would set the Fiscal Year 2016/2017
assessments at the same rate as the previous year.

BACKGROUND:

The California Streets and Highway Code contains the Landscaping and Lighting Act of
1972 beginning with Section 22500. The Act provides for the establishment of Landscaping and
Lighting Districts and for the levying of annual assessments to the property owners within the
District.

Street & Highway Section 22626 provides for a notice of public hearing and includes a
provision requiring a ten (10) day legal notice to the individual property owners along with
publication in the newspaper when there is no proposed increase in the annual assessment. In
this case, notice of this hearing was mailed to the affected property owner on June 15" and
published on June 23“. There is a more extensive notice requirement if assessments are
proposed to be increased.

SUMMARY:

City Attorney Jody Burgess and City Staff recommend that the Council approve the
Emergency Water Services Agreement with Paskenta Community Services. A copy is attached
for Council review.

BACKGROUND:

July 22, 2014 Corning City Council authorized the Paskenta Community Services District
(PCSD) to collect and transport up to 20,000 gallons of water per day from a metered hydrant
connection at the rate of $5 per 1,000 gallons. On June 9, 2015 Corning City Council
authorized an additional year services agreement with PCSD. This arrangement expired on
June 30, 2016.

Paskenta District Secretary Janet Zornig has presented staff with a request to continue
water collection and transport from the City of Corning water system once their own surface
water source can no longer provide water to its consumers.

In 2014, staff surmised that the 65 Paskenta water connections (residences) would
average about 300 gallons per day per connection totaling 19,500 gallons per day. Corning
Council authorized up to a 20,000 gallon per day limit water draw from its municipal water
system.

When calculating the average daily outtake of water to the PCSD over the 143 days of
2014, PCSD purchased 12,104 gallons of water per day and 111 days of 2015, PCSD
purchased 12,424 gallons of water per day. Their ability to conserve water resulted in a 39%
reduction of the water authorized per day/per connection as the Community was approved to
collect up to 20,000 per day.

On average, we pumped just over 3 million gallons of water each day during the month
of June 2014 and just over 2 million gallons of water each day during the month of June 2015.
If we provide 20,000 gallons/day for emergency use, it would amount to an increase of less than
7/100’s of 1% (.0007). That amount is not significant. In addition, the State Water Resources
Control Board has stated that water provided as emergency water assistance (such as this
case) will not be counted towards an entities State conservation standard.

Tehama County Public Works Director Gary Antone and Tehama County Director of
Environmental Health Tim Potanovic have expressed their support concerning the extension of
water transport services to the PCSD.

RECOMMENDATION:

MAYOR AND COUNCIL APPROVE THE EMERGENCY WATER SERVICES
AGREEMENT WITH PASKENTA COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT.



EMERGENCY WATER SERVICES AGREEMENT

Benefiting the Paskenta Community Services District

RECITALS

A. In 2014, the Paskenta Community Services District (hereinafter “PCSD”) petitioned the City of
Corning to supply an emergency water source to the rate payers within the PCSD. On July 22, 2014, the
City of Corning, through its City Council, authorized the PCSD to receive up to 20,000 gallons of water
per day at a cost of five dollars ($5.00) per gallon.

B. In 2015, the PCSD petitioned the City of Corning to continue to supply an emergency water
source to the rate payers within the PCSD. On June 9, 2015, the City of Corning, through its City Council,
authorized the PCSD to receive up to 20,000 gallons of water per day at a cost of five dollars ($5.00) per
gallon, and that said authorization would expire on June 30, 2016.

C. Drought conditions have persisted since the original authorization to provide an emergency
source of water to the PCSD, and despite considerable efforts to conserve water the possible need for the
PCSD to utilize an outside source to provide sufficient and basic water supply needs to its rate payers
remains as serious today as it was in July of 2014.

D. On May 5, 2015, through action of the California State Water Resources Control Board,
emergency regulations were imposed, including but not limited to the Sections 863, 864, and 865 of the
California Code of Regulations, Article 22.5, which imposed specific emergency water conservancy
regulations on all water suppliers within the State of California, including non-urban suppliers (operating
at less than 3,000 water connections) such as Corning, California.

E. The emergency water conservancy regulations existing as of the date of execution of this
Agreement do not prohibit the extension of water from one water supplier to another where a need exists
as is occurring with the PCSD.

WHEREBY the City of Corning desires to assist the PCSD to aid in the supply of water where a need
exists and active efforts have been made by the PCSD to conserve water.

AGREEMENT

1. The City of Corning hereby authorizes the PCSD to receive up to 20,000 gallons of water, per
day, from a metered hydrant service at the then existing rate charged for construction water on
the following conditions:

a. The PCSD is unable to fulfill the water needs of its rate payers for reasons related to
drought conditions;

b. The PCSD has made efforts to regulate and conserve water as required under the
California Water Resources Control Board (Cal. Code of Regulations, Sections 865
(f)(1)(A-B) pertaining to non-urban water suppliers; and

¢. That the City of Corning is able to legally provide the water without fine or penalty
while maintaining sufficient supply for the residents of the City of Corning.

2. The City of Corning, through its City Council, or any designee being provided such authority,

may terminate this Agreement upon 48 hours-notice to the PCSD. Termination of the
Agreement can occur with or without cause at the sole discretion of the City of Corning.
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3.

The PCSD hereby agrees to defend, indemnify and hold the City of Corning, California harmless
for any and all claims, losses, settlements, demands, attorney fees, fines, penalties, judgments,
damages, or other loss that arise in any way from the receipt of water and/or use of water received
from the City of Corning as set forth in this Agreement.

The parties expressly acknowledge that this Agreement does not create a joint venture with the
PCSD or otherwise create a contractual obligation between the City of Corning and the
individual PCSD rate payers.

The parties expressly represent that the necessary resolution and/or other legal act has occurred to
permit the signatory to sign this Agreement and bind the entity accordingly.

BACKGROUND:

On December 3, 2015, the City of Corning executed a Solar Power Purchase
Agreement with Fresh Air Energy XXVI, LLC, an affiliate of Ecoplexus Inc. requiring it to
construct and install solar power equipment and to thereafter operate, deliver and sell
all resulting power produced from the solar equipment at a stated amount and rate with
a derivative benefit received by the City of Corning in the form of expected energy
savings through reduced energy bills. On December 23, 2015, Fresh Air Energy XXVI,
LLC assigned the rights and obligations of the Power Purchase Agreement to California
PV Energy 2, LLC. Work has since commenced as required under the Power Purchase
Agreement; however, California PV Energy 2, LLC now desires to perform directional
boring under the sludge drying beds for the Wastewater Treatment Facility. The
directional boring potentially imposes a risk to the Wastewater Treatment Facility
operations, and therefore Staff has worked with California PV Energy 2, LLC and Fresh
Air Energy XXVI, LLC to create the attached Addendum to the Power Purchase
Agreement to protect the City of Corning upon any damage occurring as a result of the
directional boring. This Agreement does not restrict or take-away rights afforded to the
City of Corning under the Power Purchase Agreement, it only expands those rights by
offering greater protection to the City associated with the acts of directional boring.

City Engineer, Ed Anderson, reviewed and approved the revised boring plans.

RECOMMENDATION:

e Mayor and Council approve the Agreement with Fresh Air Energy XXVI,
LLC, an affiliate of Ecoplexus Inc to Indemnify, Defend, and Hold

Harmless the City of Corning.
e Authorize the City Manager to sign the Agreement as stated.



AGREEMENT TO INDEMNIFY, DEFEND, AND HOLD HARMLESS
THE CITY OF CORNING

I. RECITALS
A. On December 3, 2015, the City of Corning executed a Solar Power Purchase

Agreement with Fresh Air Energy XXVI, LLC, an affiliate of Ecoplexus Inc.
Included in the Power Purchase Agreement was the obligation of Fresh Air
Energy XXVI, LLC to construct and install solar power equipment and to
thereafter operate, deliver and sell all resulting power produced from the solar
equipment at a stated amount and rate with a derivative benefit received by the
City of Corning in the form of expected energy savings through reduced energy
bills. ~

B. On December 23, 2015, Fresh Air Energy XXVI, LLC, without novation, assigned

the rights and obligations of the Power Purchase Agreement to California PV
Energy 2, LLC.

California PV Energy 2, LLC and Fresh Air Energy XXVI, LLC have requested to
change the project design from running the interconnection tie-in line from an
overhead line to directional boring under the sludge drying beds. The City of
Corning, California will agree to the directional boring project design change on
the following terms and conditions:

Il. AGREEMENT

As a material condition to the City of Corning agreeing to allow directional boring as set
forth in the plans provided by California PV Energy 2, LLC, the parties agree as follows:

1.

2.

That the above RECITALS are incorporated herein and made part of this
Agreement.

The Solar Power Purchase Agreement dated December 3, 2015 and the
Assignment and Assumption Agreement by and between the Fresh Air Energy
XXVI, LLC and California PV Energy 2, LLC dated December 23, 2015, shall
remain fully enforceable against all parties as provided under California law,
including Fresh Air Energy XXVI, LLC under the Assignment and Assumption
Agreement and California PV Energy 2, LLC under the Power Purchase
Agreement and Assignment and Assumption Agreement, all of which relate to its
performance under the terms and conditions of the Power Purchase Agreement
and in performance of the directional boring.

All parties agree that this Agreement is intended provide additional protections to
the City of Corning. It is not intended, and does not, take away or limit, in any
way, the rights previously held by the City of Corning under the Power Purchase
Agreement and/or the Assignment and Assumption Agreement, including any
and all rights to pursue all available remedies against Fresh Air Energy XXVI,
LLC and/or California PV Energy 2, LLC’s failure to perform under the Power
Purchase Agreement and/or the Assignment and Assumption Agreement.

That California PV Energy 2, LLC shall secure and maintain General Liability
Insurance for the performance of the construction of the solar project including
directional boring pursuant to all insurance requirements as set forth in the Power
Purchase Agreement Exhibit 6 Section 2 which requires Commercial General
Liability Insurance at an amount no less than $2,000,000 each occurrence,



$4,000,000 general aggregate, $4,000,000 products/completed operations
aggregate, and $2,000,000 personal injury, with the City of Corning named as an
additional insured in an insurance certificate issued pursuant to the policy of
insurance.

5. Fresh Air Energy XXVI, LLC'’s affiliate Ecoplexus, Inc. as the engineering,
procurement, and construction contractor (EPC Contractor) and therefore the
person/entity performing the directional boring shall be bonded, insured, and
properly licensed through the Department of Consumer Affairs, State Contractors
Licensing Board.

6. That Ecoplexus, Inc. as the EPC Contractor along with its subcontractor(s)
performing the directional boring shall provide to the City of Corning a dual
obligee rider to the performance/surety bond be issued by a surety, an insurance
company or a bank to ensure satisfactory completion of the directional boring by
the EPC Contractor and its subcontractor(s) be secured before any work relating
to such directional boring commences.

7. That Fresh Air Energy XXVI, LLC and California PV Energy 2, LLC, jointly and
severally, agree to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City of Corning for
any loss, liability, claim, damage, fine, fee, order, directive, or other harm of any
kind that arises, in any way whatsoever, from the set-up, performance, and/or
clean-up work associated with the directional boring.

WHEREFORE BY SIGNING BELOW YOU AGREE THAT YOU HAVE READ AND
UNDERSTAND THE CONTENTS OF THIS DOCUMENT, AND THAT YOU AGREE TO
BE BOUND TO THE OBLIGATIONS HEREIN.
